However, greener pastures were in the offing, so he
branched out, working an additional 20 hours per week as
programming coordinator for a television station. For a
time he worked with Sony, creating videos. Actually,
John said he began his own business in 1974, and has
been at it ever since.

While some of this got lost in translation, John ex-
plained that, at one time at least, Salem was the largest
capitol city without a major tv affiliation; no ABC, CBS,
or NBC, etc. He contacted someone at the State Capitol
who shared the same degree of disappointment at this ap-
parent shortcoming. Accordingly, the two of them went
about the business of forming KWVT (the WV is for
Willamette Valley) and setting up a tower in the Silverton
Hills. Now, what was originally established as channel
52 is now channel 17. John advised that this has yet to be
placed on cable, but the end result is not too far off.

As a side issue, John mentioned that there are about
250,000 customers in this geographic area, and 1/2 this
number are still pulling television signals off of antennas.
Evidently, there are those who don’t think signing up
with a cable company is worth the added expense.

In further explaining just what it is that he does now,
John is an independent contractor, specializing in slow
motion replays. He also markets design graphics, dem-
onstrates video equipment, and markets promotional vid-
€os.
